SAINT SAVA SERBIAN ORTHODOX
CHURCH AND SCHOOL CONGREGATION OF TORONTO

With the blessing of His Eminence Archbishop of Toronto and Metropolitan of Canada Dr.
Mitrofan the Serbian Orthodox Diocese of Canada is celebrating the 70th anniversary of the
founding of the Saint Sava Serbian Orthodox Church and School Congregation of Toronto in
1954. The Church and Hall were erected to the Glory of God and to the service of the Serbian
Orthodox faithful between 1953 and 1955. The Diocese and the parishioners of the Saint Sava
Church are greatly honoured to welcome His Holiness Serbian Patriarch Dr. Porfirije whose
presence enhances the significance of this jubilee. Patriarch Porfirije is the third Patriarch, after
Patriarchs Pavle and Irinej, to visit the Toronto area and the second Patriarch, after Patriarch
Irinej, to celebrate a Hierarchical Liturgy in the Saint Sava Church.

1941-1982: The Beginning

e During World War I the small number of Serbs focused on humanitarian aid for war-rav-
aged Serbia. From 1903 to 1948 there were few Serbs in Toronto to build a Church and Hall.

e With World War II raging in the homeland, Serbian women started a relief fund in 1941
which became the Circle of Serbian Sisters “Queen Aleksandra”. Angelina Kaljalovi¢ was
first president. Milica Markovi¢ was president from 1948 to 1968 during the planning,
building and growth periods of the Church community.

e In 1948 many Serbian patriots, refugees from the World War II, arrived. Planning was
now possible.

* On October 3, 1948 the “Serbian Hall and Church Association” was formed to plan the
Church and Hall. It was renamed the “Saint Sava Serbian Orthodox Church and School
Congregation of Toronto” on March 28, 1954. BoZidar M. Markovi¢ was president from
1948 to his death in May 1970.

e The Church and Hall property was purchased for $5,000.

e Architect Pera Popovié presented his design in 1952. Velja Relja was contractor.

e Construction began June 10, 1953. Many Church members worked voluntarily on
the construction.

* On August 22, 1953 Bishop Dionisije (Milivojevi¢) blessed the cornerstone.

e The Church Hall was completed for the first Saint Sava program January 30, 1954. The
first Divine Liturgy was served in the Hall on Pascha, April 25, 1954.

Consecration

e Bishop Nikolaj (Velimirovi¢) consecrated the Saint Sava Church Hall September 5, 1954.
The Kum was Church vice president Vasa Volarov. A wooden house that had accommodat-
ed Canadian soldiers returning from war stood on the spot at 203 River Street adjacent to
the Hall. Bishop Nikolaj saw the humble dwelling and he chose to sleep there where the
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future Saint Sava Church would be. Our beloved saint slept where the first Serbian Church
in Toronto now stands!

King Petar II Karadjordjevi¢ accepted to be patron of the new Church while Queen Alek-
sandra accepted to be patron of the Circle of Serbian Sisters.

Bishop Dionisije consecrated the Saint Sava Church May 22, 1955 assisted by five priests.
The Kum was Petar Karaleji¢ of Toronto; the Kuma was Lenka Lali¢ of Montreal. The Saint
George Choir of Niagara Falls responded to the Hierarchical Liturgy. The iconostasis was
written by Simo Timovski.

The mortgage burning was in 1965. The Saint Sava Choir responded to the Hierarchical
Divine Liturgy celebrated by Bishop Stefan (Lastavica).

Very Rev. Aleksije Seveenko was the first permanent priest while Very Revs. Mihajlo Doder
and Vasilije Tomi¢ were the longest serving priests.

Cultural Beginnings

The Sumadija Youth Group formed in 1953 established the Saint Sava Choir February 20,
1955. Kosta Joksimovié¢ was the first president. The Choir has had a total of 27 presidents
with John Jovan Luki¢ the current long time president and conductor. For more than 45
years, from November 13, 1955 to the end of January 2001, the Choir responded to the Di-
vine Liturgy in the Saint Sava Church. It organized many concerts, sang in many Churches
in Canada and the US, and participated in Serbian Singing Federation festivals.

The first Sunday School was initiated by the Church in 1956 with Vasilije Zecevi¢ as director.
Three junior groups were established under the Saint Sava Choir in the 1960s: the Saint
Sava Junior Choir in 1961 with Mirjana Dragasevi¢ as director; the Saint Sava Junior Tam-
burica Group with Djordje Joksimovi¢ as director; the Saint Sava Junior Folklore in 1962,
which became Oplenac, with Dragoslav Radosavljevié, choreographer. The senior Strazilo-
vo Folklore Group formed at that time was taught by Radisav Rade Dodi¢.

Challenges and Changes

The 1963 division in the Serbian Orthodox Church in the diaspora was tragic. On Decem-
ber 22, 1963 at a special assembly 77% of the members voted to stay with the Saint Sava
Church and 23% left to form a new church.

To avert further erosion of membership all Church groups were galvanized to expand
their work.

The Saint Sava Choir hosted the 1965 Serbian Singing Federation Convention when the
SSF Third District Choir was formed comprised of 120+ singers from Toronto, Niagara,
Hamilton (Nash Road), and Lackawanna with Bora Dragasevi¢ as chairman from 1965 to
1975. This Choir organized the 750th anniversary of the Autocephalous Serbian Orthodox
Church in 1969. It also organized Diocesan Day in Niagara from August 1966 to August
1984 with the purpose of advocating for a future diocese and monastery in Canada.

On June 28, 1989 the Saint Sava Choir sang at the 600th anniversary of the Battle of Koso-
vo at the Ryerson Theatre as part of the Vidovdan Singers - three area Church choirs who
came together to sing in unity and remembrance.

In the early 1970s the Church, Sisters, Choir and Oplenac organized the annual Oplenac
Caravan Pavilion. Oplenac was renewed in 1974. Often known as “Church Oplenac”, it re-
cently celebrated its 50th anniversary from that date. Choreographers were Mile Ocokolji¢
and Dragan Maklenov. Now Oplenac participates in the Carassauga Festival, folkloramas
in Canada and the US, etc.

The Sunday School was renewed in 1978 with Mihailo Radan as director with a team
of teachers.

There were numerous cantors and tutors in the Church.

On May 10, 1970 Radio Sumadija was established at the Saint Sava Church Hall at a meet-
ing presided over by BoZidar M. Markovi¢ who named the program, his final act as Church
president. He died that afternoon. Aleksandar Djordjevi¢ was elected Radio Sumadija pres-
ident; Bora Dragasevi¢ served as program director and producer from 1970 to 2010.

All Church-affiliated organizations worked wholeheartedly for our Church and Diocese
and enthusiastically promoted our Serbian culture and community.

Royalty and Dignitaries

Grand Duchess Olga, sister of Saint Tsar Nicholas IT Romanov, attended the Church conse-
cration in 1955 and presented the Church with an icon of Saint Alexander Nevsky by her
own hand.

King Petar II Karadjordjevi¢, Bulgarian Prince Simeon and Princess Marie Louise, grand-
daughter of Queen Jelena Petrovié-Njegos, attended a Divine Liturgy in the Church in
1959, as did Prince Mihailo Petrovi¢-Njego$ in 1961, and Prince Tomislav and Princess
Margaret Karadjordjevi¢ in 1966. Crown Prince Aleksandar, Crown Princess Katarina and
Princess Jelisaveta Karadjordjevi¢ attended a Divine Liturgy in the Saint Sava Church in
1992. Ten years later the Crown Prince and Princess were the honoured guests at the Con-
secration of the All Serbian Saints Cathedral in Mississauga.

Parliamentarians, mayors, city councillors and noted guests from the homeland visited
our Church.

1983-2000: Second Parish

For almost 40 years - to 2023 - both the Saint Sava Church and the All Serbian Saints
Cathedral were registered under the name “Saint Sava Serbian Orthodox Church and
School Congregation of Toronto”.

The 1983 sale of the Saint Sava Church’s residence for priests and their families on Tennis
Crescent paid for the building and property at Dixie and Dundas in Mississauga, the site
of the Serbian Centre.

Renovations on the Centre began in 1984 and the lower level was adapted as a temporary
Chapel. The Centre was consecrated by Bishop Christopher (Kovacevic) September 3, 1984
with Marina Selak, an original Board member in 1948, as Kuma. Zivan Markovié and Sinisa
Gaji¢ built the iconostasis and Dragan Maruni¢ wrote the icons.

In 1992 Patriarch Pavle was the first Serbian Patriarch to visit as part of the administrative
reunification of the Serbian Orthodox Church. He served a Hierarchical Liturgy in the
Chapel of the Synaxis of Serbian Saints on October 20, 1992. Metropolitan Irinej (Kovacevic)
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spoke at the luncheon in the Serbian Centre on behalf of His Holiness.

On June 14, 1994 Patriarch Pavle blessed the cornerstone of the All Serbian Saints Cathe-
dral in Mississauga. The foundation was blessed by Bishop Georgije (Djoki¢) November
26, 1995.

Three more Church Congregations emanated from the Saint Sava Church: Saints Peter and
Paul Church Congregation of Oakville was formed February 8, 1990; Saint Arsenije Sremac
Congregation was formed initially in July 1969 and officially on February 6, 1993; and Saint
Archangel Gabriel Church Congregation of Richmond Hill was established at a meeting at
the Saint Sava Church on April 19, 2007.

Humanitarian work was done at the Saint Sava Church and Serbian Centre by the Dioce-
san Tsar Lazar Fund and by the Serbian Brothers’” Help.

2001-2023: More New Beginnings

While many activities shifted from River Street to Mississauga, new organizations were
still being formed at the Saint Sava Church. During this period the Church and hall were
beautifully renewed by parishioners.

Stevo Dobri¢ initiated the Senior Citizens Club in 1991 to focus on pensioners helping the
Church and assisting in the humanitarian work.

Strazilovo was revived in 1997 as Strazilovo Serbian Society on the initiative of Bronchia
Radunovi¢ and Biljana Zlojutro. Frula Folk Dance Society began November 2001.

To celebrate 50 years of dedicated service to the Church in 1991 the Circle of Serbian Sis-
ters “Queen Aleksandra” published a detailed history of its activities written by Olga B.
Markovi¢, daughter of Saint Sava Church president Bozidar M. Markovi¢. October 12, 2024
marks the Circle’s 83rd year. The Circle transferred to Mississauga December 2, 2002 in-
spiring the formation of the Circle of Serbian Sisters “Holy Myrrh-bearing Women” at the
Saint Sava Church on March 2, 2003. Ljiljana Markovi¢ was its first president.

The Saint Sava Choir, which had been alternating between the Saint Sava Church and the
Chapel in Mississauga following the renovations, relocated to the All Serbian Saints Cathe-
dral at the end of January 2001, making it the first Serbian choir in Mississauga. The Choir
has sung before two Serbian Patriarchs, numerous hierarchs of the Serbian and other Ortho-
dox Churches, and Royalty. For its 60th anniversary in 2015 the Choir published an anniver-
sary book incorporating its long history. It is celebrating its 70th anniversary in 2025.

Kir Stefan the Serb Choir was formed May 2000 on the initiative of Very Rev. Vasilije Tomi¢,
Milan Dimitrijevié, president since its inception, conductor Jasmina Vucurovié, and Nada
Dimitrijevi¢. The Choir began responding to the Divine Liturgy in the Saint Sava Church
on Pascha, April 15, 2001. As early as 2003 the Choir participated in the First Gathering of
Serbian Choirs from the Diaspora and the Homeland and signed the Founding Charter of
the Federation of Serbian Choirs in Belgrade.

Kir Stefan the Serb Choir has sung in our Holy Transfiguration Monastery and in Churches
in Canada, the US, England, Sweden and Serbia. It has introduced Serbian sacred and sec-
ular music to Serbian and non-Serbian audiences at its annual concerts and in many noted
Canadian venues. It has sung before Serbian Patriarchs, the Jerusalem Patriarch, numerous
Church hierarchs and Royalty, and appeared in media interviews.
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In 2011 Bishop Georgije (Djoki¢) inaugurated the Kir Stefan the Serb Choir as the official
Choir of the Diocese. The crown of its performances was the honour to sing in four cities in
the Holy Land in 2012.

In 2013 the Choir sang at the 60th anniversary of the blessing of the cornerstone of the Saint
Sava Church. It will celebrate its 25th anniversary in 2025.

The work continues

Construction of the All Serbian Saints Cathedral began in 1999. Belgrade architect Pre-
drag Risti¢ presented his design in 1986. Toronto architect Milutin Mile Kopsa oversaw the
work. Scores of parishioners were involved in many aspects of this historic project.

Both the Saint Sava Choir and the Kir Stefan the Serb Choir responded to the Divine Lit-
urgies at the All Serbian Saints Cathedral for the Cathedral Consecration June 15, 2002,
the Blessing of the Frescoes April 22, 2012, and the Enthronement of Bishop Dr. Mitrofan
September 18, 2016.

The humanitarian work started by early Serbs in Toronto during World War I continues to
this day by several Church-affiliated organizations.

2023: Into the Future

From 1948 to 2023 the Church had 17 presidents beginning with Bozidar M. Markovi¢.

At the Annual Meeting in 2023 the eastern and western parishes of Toronto voted to final-
ize separation and operate independent of each other. At that time Vlade Milosevi¢ was
elected president of the Saint Sava Church on River Street. A new beginning.

After His Holiness Patriarch Irinej served his first - and only - Hierarchical Liturgy in the
Saint Sava Church on June 9, 2015 he said: “Your church may be small, but the Holy Spirit
within it is immeasurably great”.

In the presence of His Holiness Serbian Patriarch Dr. Porfirije and His Eminence Metropoli-

tan of Canada Dr. Mitrofan we have gathered to commemorate 70 years of the “Mother Church”
of Saint Sava in the Greater Toronto Area. Let us honour the thousands of parishioners who
willingly gave their time, energy and love to uphold our Serbian Orthodox faith and sustain
the continuance of the traditions and lessons of our forefathers. Let us remember the hierarchs,
priests, cantors, sisters, singers, dancers, teachers, and the thousands who were married, chris-
tened, buried, memorialized and celebrated at this little Church in the heart of Toronto. May the
Lord pour His mercy over this little “Mother Church” of Saint Sava which gave so much to so
many for so long. May He guide her future along the paths of prayer and harmony to celebrate
her centennial stronger in spirit, faith and unity. And by His grace, may all who enter to glorify
Him be abundantly blessed.
